Conditional Arm – If an Entry-Exit Delay 
zone is opened and closed during the exit 
delay the system/partition will arm in the 
Away mode.  If an Entry-Exit Delay zone is 
not opened and closed during the exit delay 
the system/partition will arm in the Stay 
mode.  
 

If the Entry-Exit Delay zone is open prior to 
arming the system/partition (and left open) 
the system will arm in the Stay mode. This is 
different from the way the keypad arming 
affects the system.   
 

The ‘Force Arm’ option will affect how the 
panel responds to the zone once the 
system/partition is armed.
